When native English speakers talk, they often connect two words together. For example, the sentence
“It's not true!” could be pronounced as a single word: “Itsnotrue!”. This is especially common if the
speaker is talking quickly. One way to make your English sound more natural is to practice linking your
own words. It can also make English easier to understand. Often what sounds like one long word is
actually several short words joined together.

a) The bus leaves at 9.

b) | love ice-cream.

c) | got lost on my way home.

d) Does he want to book a room?
e) His teeth are really white.

f) He bought a really ugly suit.

g) That's such a waste of money!

If a word ends in the same sound as the start of the next word, the two words are often connected
using a single sound. For example, “I want to” could be pronounced as “| wanto.”

Sometimes when a word ends with a similar sound to the sound at the start of the next word, one of
the sounds is cut out. For example, “I need to sleep” could be pronounced as “I neeto sleep” (note the
“d” sound has been cut out).

a) The jumper is dark grey. ( dargrey)

b) | always sleep better after | work out. ( sleebetter)

c) We should tell him. ( shoultell)

d) My cat needs some food. ( needsome)

e) My date threw water in my face! ( threwater)

f) Everyone in town knows him. ( townoes)

g) He never ran again after his surgery ( neveran and hisurgery)
