“English
politics are very complicated, but basically the South is more right-wing than the North.”

“Apparently” is a good way of saying “l heard this somewhere else; | am not responsible if
this information is wrong.” E.g. “My friend lived in Italy for 3 years, and apparently the
people are lovely but the government is bad.”

“Obviously” is good for things that are very clear or well-known. E.g. “Obviously China is a
lot bigger than Thailand.”

“Definitely” is useful to emphasize that we are sure about something. E.g. “/ definitely
preferred Hamburg to Berlin. Berlin was way too busy.”
