“By” and “until” are both words used to express a period of time, but they are commonly confused by
English learners. “By” expresses that something will happen at or before a certain time. This thing
happens /n a single moment, not continuously.

E.g. / will arrive home by 5pm

Could arrive at any of these times Could not arrive at this time

“Until” expresses that something will happen continuously from one point to another.

Eq. / will work until 4pm

continuous work to 4pm >
Lpm

Note: “until” is often used with negative statements to express a continuous state of “not being.”

Eg. The first package should arrive by tomorrow: But the second one will not arrive until next week.
